Rylan Vos- Café and new lot: Went over response clerk received from attorney on proceedings for properties, Rylan will get an updated version of plot lines from engineer. 
Jodi Sturgeon- dividing parcel: Would like to divide parcel into two separate lots.  Plan to possibly sell or build on the second lot.  Council ok with proceeding with division once it is surveyed. 
Marin Mash- solar panels: Council tabled this item.  Clerk is reaching out to other cities on how they handle solar panels.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve tabling until further information is gathered.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Joe Miles- Building Permit-Deck: Looking to add a second deck onto his house. Move Helm, second Cline to approve of the building permit for an additional deck. 

Liquor License- Lunch Box: Renewal of liquor license. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the renewal of the liquor license.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Liquor License- Mudders: Renewal of liquor license. Move Cline, second White to approve the renewal of the liquor license.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

CD for renewal: Council reviewed information on the CD renewal. Council decided to table it until the next budget workshop meeting. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the tabling of the item until the budget workshop.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot expenses and lease contract: Council reviewed expenses and revenue. Council will table the items until the next special budget workshop. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the tabling of the item until the budget workshop.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Resolution 2022-09 Appoint Mayor Pro Tem: Appointment of Mayor Pro Tem by Mayor Stuetelberg in the January Meeting.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve Meaghan Bennett as Mayor Pro Tem.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Max Tax Levy- Resolution 2022-10: Resolution for the total maximum levy for affected property tax levies of $167,383.  Move Helm, second Cline to approve the maximum property tax levies. Roll call vote Moss, White, Cline, and Helm. Motion carried. Moved by Helm, seconded by Cline to waive second and third readings. Roll call vote Cline, Moss, White and Helm.
Auditor’s Final Report: Clerk presented council with the auditor’s final report from the audit that took place in September 2021. Council reviewed and acknowledged findings. 
Water Shutoff Policy and Ordinance 2022-01 Water service discontinued fee: Clerk presented council with a new water policy. Utility bills are due every month on the 15th. On the 16th of every month the Clerk shall notify each delinquent customer that a penalty fee has been applied after the due date. If not paid by the 27th of the month, a notice will be posted on the door stating the service will be disconnected on the last business day of the month. With this extra notice, there will be an added posting fee of $10. The notice shall contain the language “This is your final notice before utilities are shut off if payment or other arrangements are not made by the delinquent due date.”  If service is disconnected a fee of $50 will be charged to the customer and a reconnection fee of $50.00 during normal business hours will be charged before service is restored to a delinquent account. After 4:00 p.m. weekdays and on weekends or holidays, the reconnection fee is $75.00. The disconnecting, reconnecting fees, and the past due bill must all be paid in full prior to the water being reconnected. Move Helm, second Cline to approve. Roll call vote Cline, White, Moss, and Helm. Motion carried. Moved by Helm, seconded by Cline to waive second and third readings. Roll call vote Moss, White, Helm and Cline. 
Approve Library new hires: Council decided to table approving the new hires until the next special budget workshop meeting. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the tabling of the item until the budget workshop.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Budget for FY 2022-2023:  Council decided to table reviewing the budget adjustments until the next special budget workshop meeting. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the tabling of the item until the budget workshop.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 9:38 p.m.
