Marin Mash- solar panels: Mash is getting solar panels installed on the roof of her house. Clerk reached out to other cities on how they handle solar panels.  Move White, second Helm to approve the installation of solar panels.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Update Permit Application and Ordinance 2022-02: Clerk presented council with a updated permit application to include solar panels. Council voiced more adjustment to make to the form. Approval of the Ordinance was tabled until next council meeting so changes can be made to the form. 
Approve Budget for FY 2022-2023, Resolution 2022-12: Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the final budget of FY 2022-2023.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot Lease Contract: Council reviewed changes that had been made by the attorney. Move White, second Cline to approve the revised lease contract.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Depot floor update: Barnum floors will be in at the end of the month to refinish the floors in the Depot.  The dates they will be there working are March 25-April 1 with no customer access inside while they are working.
ICE Technologies: Software updates are needed for city hall; clerk will ask if a representative can come in and speak with council members on the best options for updating needs.  
Community Grants: Clerk presented council with grant opportunities for making improvements to the city parks.  Moorhead is helping her head these efforts to improve the cities community spaces. Council was in agreeance that the grants opportunities were needed. 
Safety updates for City Hall: Clerk and Moorhead have identified areas of improvement when it comes to safety in the public works department.  They will team up to come up estimates on what can be addressed on the current budget and what can be done for next fiscal year. 
HR Hub by gWorks: Clerk presented Council with software that has the capabilities to do direct deposit for the city employees and update the payroll system. Move White, second Bennett to approve purchasing the new software from gWorks.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
4th of July: Minburn Betterment group is the communication organizer for events this year.  Library, Fire Department, and Auxiliary are also contributing to activities.  Please reach out to Megan Cline if you would like to get involved.  
Resolution 2022-13:  Move White, second Stuetelberg to approve applying for tuition scholarship to assist in financing of clerk training.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Purchasing New City Truck: Moorhead found a new truck that would fit the city’s needs and be able to replace the red truck as it is needing more repairs.  Move Bennett, second Helm to approve purchasing the new city truck.  All ayes.  Motion carried
Council Comments: Cline resigned as the Library Board President
Public Works Comments: Scott and Mitch will be gone March 30 for training. 
City Hall Comments: New door to be put in first week of April, City Hall will be closed during that time. 
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 9:16 p.m.
