Dallas County Assessors: Steve Helm from assessors to inform the council that the assessor’s office will be coming through and taking photos of the houses in town. 
Water Bill Disputes: Degreff came in to speak with the council about her water bill. There was a pipe that leaked and she spoke with the council on some assistance with the larger than normal bill. The council agreed to waive the sewer and the penalty portion. Move Cline, second White to approve the building permit as written.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Kohn-Fence: Clerk will verify height of fence, everything else in limits of property. Move Cline, second White to approve the building permit as written.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit- Sabo Hajdarovic- driveway: Would like to put in a driveway along the highway to access his property easier. The council discussed he would need to verify with the DOT on requirements. 
Xenia: Clerk updated council that we have received the billing for the water reports Xenia submitted to the DNR as the affidavit for the city. 
Bock Grant: Clerk informed that the city was awarded $1,000 to go toward fixing the basement stairwell from the grant she submitted. She will submit to the Dallas County Foundation to help get more funds for the project. 
Salt Spreader Purchase: Winter is approaching, and the city is looking for someone to plow for the winter. Clint Luellen came forward with interest in doing this winter. Move White, second Helm to approve Clint Luellen doing snow removal for the city.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Election Results: Meaghan Bennett and Jared Mills won the city council seats in the election. Mills will join the council at the January meeting, Bennett will remain on the council.  
Public Comments: Don Richards informed that they are still collecting brick applications. Also showed an appreciation of all the help they received for the wall dedication. The legion is also working on getting lighting for the wall. 
Council Comments: Cline wanted to remind Clerk and Mayor of the nativity scene lighting. The clerk and Mayor will coordinate together on getting the lights and scene set up with Clint L. 
Mayor’s Comments: Mayor is looking at getting sewer operator license for a long-term solution. 
City Hall Comments: Clerk is looking more into alternative billing and trying to resolve issues with the Post Office and residents not receiving their bills. The clerk also had someone request getting a streetlight for first street, she will look into getting another one put in.  
Adjournment:  Move Thornton, second White to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:07 p.m.
