Building Permit- Haidsiak-Concrete Drive: Haidsiak adding a concrete drive with a 6-8 ft gravel transition to his house. Move White, second Helm to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit- Stajcar-Concrete Drive: Stajcar putting in a concrete drive at his house. Move White, second Bennett to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Dan Case- Fire Dept Updates: Chief Case came in to update the council of the new fire chief coming to office in July. The new chief will be Zack Funk. Case also needed permission from council to apply to homeland security grant to replace the storm siren.  Move White, second Bennett to approve the application to the grant.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Complaint- Low Hanging Trees: Clerk received a complaint about branches over the road that needed trimmed.  After reviewing the city ordinance, the council wants the Clerk to send a letter to the property owner to have them trimmed the branches, per the ordinance. 
Ordinance-2023-01-Water Rates: Clerk presented projected ordinance to the council of the next three years. This year is a 30 % increase, the next two years will have an estimated 5 % increase.  Future ones are subject to change due to expenses and the water project status. Move Hackman, second Helm to approve the first reading of ordinance 2023-01 water rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
 Ordinance-2023-02- Sewer Rates: Clerk presented council with new sewer rates. Sewer rates increased 5 %.  Move White, second Hackman to approve the first reading of 2023-02 sewer rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Countryside Lawncare Mowing Bid: Received a quote for mowing the city and cemetery, also spraying for weeds. The council would like to continue with person mowing the city. Will pursue the spray portion of the bid. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the spray bid for cemetery and city.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
City Hall-BAM Basements quote: Clerk received a quote to fix the stairwell going down to the basement, she will gather a couple more bids to compare prices.
Minburn Attendance School Update: Had a walk-through tour with Deb Lucht, Hackman, Cline, and a developer. They will meet with school district again in July. Hackman and Cline will submit a grant for funds to do an assessment survey of the building completed by a structural engineer.
Depot/Baccon Ride: Michael is looking to close the portion of Chestnut for the bike ride Saturday June 17th from roughly 8-10AM or when bike traffic returns to normal.  Move White, second Bennett to approve closing a portion of Chestnut along the bike trail.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Grinder Pumps: With the raise in expenses with the equipment during emergencies, the city is going put the homeowner responsible to cover the cost of DJ Services coming out, especially when it is visible that things were put though the grinder system that is not allowed. Move Cline, second Helm to approve charging the homeowners the expense of pumping out the grinder pump if it became faulty due to substances not allowed.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Pool Adjustments: Clerk is having inconsistencies with people having pools and wanting a sewer reduction on their bill. She presented them with a draft form that would need to be filled out and the clerk/office notified in a timely manner before filling the pool. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the pool adjustment form.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Set Budget Amendment hearing date: Budget amendment hearing date will be June 28th at 6:30 pm. 

Council Comments: Cline reported that there will be raffle tickets being sold for the 4th of July celebration, those can be purchased at City Hall, Mudder’s, and the library. She also noticed there are some Ash trees in the parks that need to be replaced in the future. She was also approach by locals that could help replace the drain at the skate shack.  
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:45 p.m.
