John Mahler- Road Close for BaCOON Ride: Road closure of Hwy 169/Chestnut during bike ride for the biker’s safety. The City will provide barricades for Saturday June 18th. Move Bennett, second Helm to approve the road closure.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Dan and Donna Donovan-DJ Services Bill: Bill was received from DJ after they had been called out to the Donovan’s property to jet the drains on their property. The old sewer system on the property was filled with debris, Donovan’s asked for assistance since it involves City property. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve splitting the cost of the Donovan’s DJ Services bill.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-17- Wage Increase for Library Clerk: Library Director Connick gave a 90- day review for library clerk, raise to reflect good work. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the wage increase.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Trey Volz-Building Permit-Deck:  Volz is adding a deck to the backside of his house. Move Helm, Second Cline for approving the building permit for Volz.  All ayes.  Motion carried
Clayton Chambliss-Building Permit-Deck: Chambliss is adding a deck and new concrete to the house. Move Cline, second White to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
CD Maturities: Clerk presented Council with two CDs that are maturing in June and July. Council discussed rolling them over once maturities reach. Move Cline, second Bennett for rolling over CDs into new ones once maturity has reached.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Liquor License- Leisure Entertainment/Nineteen 14:  Liquor license is up for renewal. Move Cline, second Helm for renewing the liquor license.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Liquor License- Casa Oaxaca: Clerk was notified by the state that they have applied for a liquor license. Clerk is looking for council approval to push the license forward. Move Cline, second Helm for approving the new liquor license.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Resolution 2022-16- Budget Amendment: Council to approve the budget amendment for FY 2021/2021. Move Helm, second White to approve the final budget of FY 2021-2022.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Employee Yearly Raises: Council discussed giving yearly raises to Clerk and Public Works Director. Based on the next year’s budget, Council decided to give each a $1 raise based on good quality work. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the employee’s yearly raises.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Street repairs/Blacktop Services: Public Works Moorhead presented the Council with next FY quote for road repairs. Council agreed to all the roads on the quote being worked on, totaling $40,670. Those included parts of Walnut, 6th Street, and Baker streets.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve the repair of city roads in the next fiscal year. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Depot for sale/lease: Clerk presented to the Council the information she gathered while meeting with a Commercial Realty expert about what the monthly lease cost should be for the Depot. Commercial expert advised that based on what the Depot is worth, the City should be getting a higher dollar amount more a month than what they are and presented a range of what the building would be worth if the Council were to want to sell the property. He stated that with the close location to the Metro and off the bike trail, it is a prime stop for a small restaurant or business to move in there. The Clerk also spoke with the attorney about the steps the city would have to go through if they thought selling was likely and she presented those steps as well. Council agreed to parcel off the land the Freedom Rock sits on. After gathering and discussing all information, Council concluded that in the best interest of the city, parting with the Depot would be best. A public hearing of a notice of intent of selling the Depot will be held Wednesday, July 6th at 6:30 pm, all public is welcome to come and speak to the council.  The Council decided to terminate the lease with the Nineteen14 and the current month to month lease will expire on July 31, 2022. Move Cline, second White to approve to parcel the land that the Freedom Rock sits on. All ayes. Motion carried. Move Bennett, second Cline to approve holding a public notice of intent on July 6th at 6:30 pm.  All ayes.  Motion carried. Move White, second Bennett to approve the lease termination date of the Nineteen14 being July 31, 2022.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
4th of July Agenda:  Council looked over the agenda to the July 4th festivities. Schedules of the celebration will be posted around town and are to be printed in the paper. 
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second Bennett to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 9:31 p.m.
