Jambor- Building Permit: Building two decks off house, public works has already checked everything out. Move White, second Bennett to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Plat of Survey: Plat to be sectioned off by owner and sold. Council sees no issues.  Move Cline, second Moss to approve the plat survey.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Midwest Insurance- Melissa Johnson: Johnson told council that they can take over the role as the insurance agent for the city. City insurance needs to be updated to properly reflect what the City uses and needs to insure. Move White, second Bennett to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Lease Kaizen-Tanya Doyle: Tanya met with and held a consultation session with the Mayor, Cline, and Clerk.  She spoke about the numbers she gathered during the consultation and presented to the council her expert opinion what the building is worth a month based on the comp numbers.    

Employee Retirement follow up: After reviewing the handbook that was previously passed, council feels it is appropriate to pay out all the vacation and sick time that public works Johnson has accrued. Council will look more closely at segments of the handbook next meeting. Move Cline, second Moss to approve paying out the remaining time Johnson has earned.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Lagoon Trail Cams: Moorhead suggested investing in trail cams to post around the Lagoon to provide better security as there have been some attempts to break in the buildings and nonresidents are dumping out there. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the purchase of trail cams for the Lagoon.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Lagoon Building Improvements: Public Works Moorhead presented the council with the phases of work that he would like to do to the building to get it up and running as the new public works shop. Moorhead will have Phase 1 of the improvements will be done by Dec. 2022, this will include walls, blown insulation, and fire-retardant paint to be applied. Phases 2 and 3 will be completed in the next fiscal year.  Move Cline, second Moss to approve completing Phase 1 of the improvements.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Lagoon Building-Garage Door repair: Lightning struck the building and blew a transformer in the garage door. Adam’s Door Company was called but charged the city to come look at it and will charge the city an additional cost to get the part and repair the garage. Moorhead was tasked to investigate seeing if there were any other commercial door company that would fix it at a lower cost. 
Pool Adjustments/Sewer Write Offs: Mayor spoke on the inconsistency of how pool adjustments are handled every year, suggested having a form. Council agreed and would like to have a form for residents to fill out ahead of time and drop it off to City Hall so public works can come out and read the meter. They also suggested a minimum of a 1000 gallons minimum fill for the pool. Clerk will bring a draft form for approval to the next meeting. 
RRVT Trailhead: Discussed obtaining tennis courts/ baseball field from the school district to make into a new trailhead potentially.  Looking for more/better parking and additional bathrooms for bikers. Co-op offered to help donate time/use of their loader to help with the project.  School representative said to send over an offer.  Move Cline, second Bennett have the attorney write up an offer to obtain the land from the school district.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
BML Properties- Building Permit: 3 phases to be completed. He will add an efficiency apartment on back and add carport on the back of the building as well as gravel all area in the back for extra parking. Move Cline, second Moss to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Connick- Building Permit: Original permit had expired, and they are putting in their fence now.  Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Rafferty- Building Permit: Moorhead helped adjust according to the property lines, they are adding a fence and a small deck. Move Cline, second Moss to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
House- Building Permit: Contractor was in a hurry to get done, they received verbal approval ahead of time, deck is now finished. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  
Public Comments: Mahler said the dishwasher was needing repaired at the Depot, Clerk will call for repair. 
Council Comments: Cline said she was contacted about possibly getting refinancing on the current loan percentage, she will look into as well as the Employee Handbook further. 
Public Works Comments: Moorhead will adjust his schedule during the school year to 6:30-3. He is also getting the red city truck and plow ready to sell. 
Adjournment:  Move Bennett, second Moss to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
