Appoint New Council Member: Mayor Stuetelberg appointed Lauren Hackman to replace Phyllis Moss’s position on the council. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the appointment of Lauren Hackman to replace Phyllis Moss’s council position.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-01 A Resolution to designate the official Newspaper and the Chief of Police of Minburn for the Year 2023: City will use the Dallas County News and the Dallas County Sherriff for the year 2022. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the official newspaper and the chief of police. 
Resolution 2023-02 A Resolution naming Depositories: City names Raccoon Valley bank as the financial institution for funds.  Move Bennett, second Cline to approve the naming of Depositories.
Resolution 2023-03 A Resolution setting mileage reimbursement: City determined that the fair and practical reimbursement should be the same as the reimbursement allowed by the IRS. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve the mileage reimbursement.
Resolution 2023-04 A Resolution approving supplemental record: City Council approves the addition of the new ordinances added in 2022 to the record. Move Bennett, second Hackman to approve the addition of supplemental record. 
Resolution 2023-05 A Resolution to appoint City Attorney for a term of one year: City will appoint the current Attorney, Matt Brick of Brick Gentry Law Firm, for the year 2023.  Move Helm, second Cline to approve the city attorney.
A Tech Quote: City is needing to update the fire/security system in the Depot.  A new camera is to be added to outdoor area facing the Freedom Rock/wall.  Move Helm, second Cline to approve of the changes to the system and addition of the exterior camera.
Dallas Co. Local Housing Trust Fund: Council agreed to contribute to the Dallas Co local housing trust so that if any residents need assistance they can apply. Move Cline, second Bennett to contribute to the local housing trust fund.
Max Tax Levy Date: Maximum tax levy public hearing date will be set for February 13th at 7 pm. Move Cline, second Bennett to set the date of the max tax levy. 
Public Works-Skid Shoes for Plow: Moorhead approached the council to purchase skip shoes for the plow.  These will help to not dig up so much rock off the road.  Move Cline, second Hackman for the purchase of skid shoes for the plow.
Budget Discussion: A few budget items were discussed.  A special meeting for a budget workshop will be held on January 19th at City Hall to finalize the next year’s budget.
Mayor’s Comments:   Mayor Stuetelberg mentioned he received a complaint about the cemetery. In the spring, the plan moving forward, graves will be marked for back filling that need it and checked regularly.  
Adjournment:  Move Bennett, second Cline to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
