D. Kimery- Skate Shack Proposal: Kimery proposed to the council that he would like to repair the drain at the skate shack. He is willing to be responsible for the project and use his money and resources. Project will likely start in the spring, but Kimery will inform the council closer to when the project will start. 
Water Bill Dispute: Latshaw came in to speak with the council about her water bill. There was a toilet and water heater that leaked, and she spoke with the council on some assistance with the larger than normal bill. The council agreed to waive the sewer and the penalty portion. Move Cline, second Helm to approve removing $218.42 from the bill and setting up a payment plan. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Alcohol License- BBG: New liquor license for BBG. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the liquor license.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Employee Health Insurance Renewal: Renewal period starts in February 2024. The council would like the insurance agent to come out to discuss the options they have for the employees that are eligible. 
Curb Stop Shutoff: Mayor told the council that they had difficulties with the water shut off valve at K. Swanson Jr. house. Since the valve wouldn’t budge, he asked the clerk to call and have it repaired. They reviewed the ordinances, and it says that it is the homeowner’s responsibility for the cost to maintain the valves. These valves are mainly used to shut off water when the bill is not paid or in an emergency. The council agreed that the valve should be replaced and that it should be communicated more so that homeowners are more aware of the cost. 
Water Bills: Mayor proposed to the council that the city goes back to using regular billing statements instead of postcards. There have been many issues lately with the postcards resulting in this decision. The clerk has been in constant communication with the post office and the billing company to try and resolve the issues, but no progress has been made. Also, by going back to the old billing statements, newsletters will resume once again.  The clerk is also looking into automated payment services as many residents have expressed interest in that service. Move Thornton, second Cline to approve going back to original billing statements with the printing of newsletters and looking into the cost of adding autopayments.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-14 Dallas Co Emergency Management: County appointed a representative and alternate to the Dallas County Emergency Management Commission. Mayor Joe is named as the representative and Dan Case was named as the alternate. Move Cline, second Thornton to approve the emergency representatives.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Council Comments: Helm and Council thanked Thornton for serving on the council the last few months, she will be missed at the table.  
Mayor’s Comments: Mayor informed council that Clerk is signing him up for sewer class. He should be able to take the license testing in the coming months. 
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second Thornton to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:01 p.m.
