Matt Sturgeon, 501 Baker St.: Will close on the property soon. Looking at options on what the council suggests on how bring the house down and will potentially split the lot in two in the future. Matt will reach out to the Fire Dept to work with them on bringing down the house. Move White, second Cline to approve the destruction of the structure with assistance from the Fire Department.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Maggie- Financial Advisor- Water rates: Advisor explained the potential borrowing options the city would need for borrowing the remaining dollars needed for the water project if they received the total amount asked for the Zack Nunn funding. She also advised the council to raise the water rates 30 percent to account for expenses on maintaining and purchasing the water. The clerk will put out a notice that an increase will occur. Move Cline, second White to approve the 30 percent increase to start July 1.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Minburn Attendance School Update: Mayor, Cline, and Hackman had a meeting with Gregg Defoe. The school district is wanting to sell the school to the city at a minimal price. Cline and Hackman will look into applying for a grant to get funds to pay for a electrical engineer to do a sustainability study on the building entirely. They will meet back with the Defoe in July. 
Bolton & Menk- Trailhead and GIS (Cemetery): Clerk met with Bolton & Menk about doing the new trailhead and possibly going GIS work to map the cemetery.  The council wants to explore applying to grants and will table it until the next meeting.  Move Helm, second White to approve tabling the topic.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Xenia Contract: Attorney looked over the contract that Xenia provided. He said they needed to have fees associated included into the contract as an attachment before signing. Mitch is also helping with the lagoons while his license is still valid.  The council decided to pay him the wage he was on before he retired. Move Cline, second Helm to approve Mitch’s wage and having Xenia add the fees into an attachment.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot Late Fees: Council wants the attorney to write in a attachment for lease for late or holding fees into the lease. Move White, second Bennett to approve the attorney writing an attachment.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
City Hall Hours: Clerk has picked up some of the public works daily tasks, she is not available for a portion of the morning. Hours will be adjusted slightly to accommodate her being out of the office, 8 am- 11 am the office will be locked, and she will be available by appointment only. Then 11-4:30 pm the office will be open like normal. Move Bennett, second White to approve changing city hall office hours.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Stuetelberg: Stuetelberg is building a floating deck with pergola/roof.  Move White, second Helm to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Mudders- Bag League: Mudders is having a bag league this summer and they have asked to use the city’s boards. Move White, second Helm to approve lending the boards to Mudders for the league games.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Dump Truck: Mayor reached out to K.Swanson and he will come and look at the dump truck in July. 
Council Comments: Cline asked if there were anymore applicants, no more have been received. She will make an updated job duty list. 
Mayor Comments: Mickelson reached out to him asking if the city could help pay for the costs of having is grave stone reset, will wait to make a decision. 
Adjournment:  Move White, second Bennett to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:32 p.m.
