Elmwood Cemetery Plot Prices
Plot prices have raised to offset the cost of the upkeep being spent on the cemetery. Effective JUNE 1, 2022, the costs will be $550 for one (1) space and $2500 for a lot (5 spaces).

Pet registrations, ATV/UTV and golf cart registrations renewals are due. Please stop by city hall to fill out your registration form and get your sticker. Registration fee for ATV/UTV and Golf carts are $25 and pet renewals are $1
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IMPORTANT:  If your grinder alarm goes off, please follow this procedure.  There is a button on the bottom of the electrical box (the one with the red light on top), press that switch to silence the alarm.  It should clear within the hour.  If it doesn’t clear, contact City Hall.  If it is after hours, please leave a message and we will respond back the following day. The following CAN NOT be put through the system: Glass, Metal, Coffee grounds, Grease, Paint, Egg shells, Gravel/sand, Clothing of any kind, Disposable Diapers, Sanitary napkins, Chemicals, “Flushable” wipes, Cat Litter, etc.

Any damage done to the grinder done by the homeowner caused by flushing an item that binds up the grinder will be repaired at the homeowner’s cost.
